	Types of Rocks
Choose one type of rock (granite, sandstone, marble, or chalk). Create a poster about it. Include the following information:

-What does the rock look like?
-Where is this rock usually found?
-Is it used in buildings, roads, or statues?
-What makes it useful for people?
-Add any key facts

Challenge: Can you think of something in your house or school made from this rock?
	Comparing Rocks
Compare two or three different rocks you have found or researched. Write a few sentences about how they are similar and different.

Guiding Questions:
-Are they hard or soft?
-Are they smooth or rough?
-Are they the same colour or different?
Challenge: Make a simple table to show the similarities and differences.
	Summarise everything you have learned about rocks and fossils in one page.

Make your summary look like a mini-poster with titles, drawings, and colourful labels.

Write 3–5 sentences about rocks. Include one fact about types of rocks, how to describe them, or how they can be used.

Write 3–5 sentences about fossils. Include one fact about how fossils are formed and why they are important.

Draw one rock and one fossil to show what you have learned.

-How are rocks and fossils connected?
-Can you explain why scientists study fossils?

	Stone Age Tools
Draw a Stone Age tool (like a hand axe or scraper) and write 1–2 sentences about what it might have been used for. Question Prompts:

 What materials could the tools be made from?
 How would the tool help them survive?
	Homes Long Ago 
Task: Draw or make a poster about a Stone Age home (cave or roundhouse). Write 1–2 sentences about why it kept people safe. Question Prompts:
 
· What materials would they use to build their homes?
· How did the home protect them from weather or animals?
· Who lived in the homes?
	Food Hunters 
Task: Think about what people ate in the Stone Age. Create a mini fact file or list of foods they would have eaten. Question Prompts:
 
 What animals might they hunt?
 Which plants, fruits, or nuts could they collect?
 How did they prepare or cook their food?
	Cave Art
 Task: Create your own “cave painting” showing animals, people, or daily life. Question Prompts:
 
 What animals would they paint?
 Why do you think they created these paintings?
 What colours or materials could they have used?
