	Evolution
Research evolution and create a poster representing what you have found out.

Your poster should:
-Explain what evolution is
-Include key scientists (for example, Charles Darwin)
-Show how animals and humans have changed over time
-Give examples of adaptation — how living things change to survive in their environment
-Use pictures, labels and short facts to make it interesting and easy to understand

	Reproduction
Create a new offspring that has inherited characteristics from both its parents.
This means your new creature should show features from each parent animal — just like how a liger (lion + tiger) or a zorse (zebra + horse) combines traits from both!
-Choose two animals that are different but could make an interesting mix.

-Combine features from both 
-Draw your new offspring carefully in your book.
-Label the inherited characteristics — show which traits came from each parent.
-Give your creature a name! (Be creative!)

	Animal characteristics and adaptation
Choose an animal of your choice and explain how it survives in its environment. Think about the conditions it has to survive in (weather), predators and prey, diet. 

Example sentence starters:

“The [animal] lives in [habitat], where the weather is usually [conditions].”

“It avoids predators by [adaptation/behaviour].”

“It eats [diet] to get the energy it needs.”

“One special feature that helps it survive is [adaptation].”
	Plants
Research a plant of your choosing from either the Arctic, desert or rain forest regions.

e.g. Arctic Willow, Cactus, Corpse Flower

Things to include in your research:

-Name of the plant and which region it grows in
-Appearance: What does it look like? Size, colour, leaves, flowers?
-Adaptations: How has it adapted to survive in its environment? (e.g., storing water, surviving cold, capturing sunlight)
-Diet/Resources: How does it get nutrients and water?
-Interesting fact: Anything unusual or surprising about the plant
