	Where do the Poppies Grow?
Free Verse Poem

We are building on our home learning from last week. This week, we would like you to write a free verse poem from the perspective of a soldier in WWI. Think about the feelings and emotions of a soldier who would have been fighting in the World War.

Planning prompts to help you: 
1. Start by imagining yourself as a soldier. Where are you? What can you see, hear, and feel? 
2. Think about: 
– Sights: battlefield, trenches, poppies 
– Sounds: marching, shouting, silence 
– Feelings: fear, hope, missing home 
3. Plan 4–5 lines using the points above. 
4. Don’t worry about rhyming – focus on expressing your thoughts and emotions.

	The World of the Unknown – Mythical monsters

Design a mythical creature that has never existed before.

Things to include:
-Name of your creature – give it a magical or imaginative name.
-Habitat – where does it live? (Forest, mountain, underwater, desert, etc.)
-Diet – what does it eat?
-Abilities or Powers – can it fly, breathe fire, become invisible, etc.?
-Size and Appearance – describe its height, shape, colour, and special features.
-Personality – is it friendly, fierce, shy, or mischievous?

	Sir Isaac Newton
Find out:

-What amazing things did he discover?
-How did his ideas change science and the world today?

Make a fact file about him.
You could include:
-A picture or drawing of him
-His birth and death dates
-His most famous discoveries (for example, gravity or the three laws of motion)
-A fun fact about his life

	Types of Forces

How do these forces change how things move?

Create a poster to show what you’ve learned.
-Use diagrams and labels (e.g. a car, a ball, or a plane).
-Add fun facts and key scientific words.

	Air Resistance – Working Scientifically
Make a parachute using only paper and string (you could also test different materials if you like).

Think about:
-What shape and size will work best?
-How can you make it fall slowly?
-Test it safely from a low height (e.g. standing on a chair or stairs, with an adult watching).
-Record what you noticed — did it fall fast or slow? Why?

(Challenge: Try changing one thing — like the size of the parachute — and see what happens!)
	Air Resistance – Working Scientifically
Think about your parachute experiment from last week.

Write down your ideas to make it a fair test:

-What will you keep the same?

-What will you change?

-How will you measure your results?

Write a short paragraph to explain what worked well and what you would do differently next time.
	Famous Scientific Individuals
Choose a scientist you’d like to research (for example: Marie Curie, Albert Einstein, Katherine Johnson, or Thomas Edison).

Write a short paragraph including:
-Who they were
-What they discovered or invented
-Why they are important in history
-A fun fact about their life

(Challenge: Can you compare them to Isaac Newton? What is similar or different about their work?)

Prepare a short presentation about one of the scientists you studied.

Include pictures, fun facts, and what makes them inspiring.

You can make a mini poster, slideshow, or talk about your favourite experiment.

	Continents
1. Can you name all 7 continents in order of their size (from largest to smallest)?
Write them down carefully in the correct order.

2. Can you spell each of the continents correctly?
Use the Look, Say, Cover, Write, and Check method to practise the spellings until you can write them accurately from memory.

3. For each continent, list three countries found within it.
Example:
Africa – Egypt, Kenya…

Challenge:
Create a fun acronym or mnemonic to help you remember all seven continents in order!

(Example: “Aunt Alice Eats Nine Snakes After Australia” — Asia, Africa, Europe, North America, South America, Antarctica, Australia)
	Lines of longitude and latitude
Create an eye-catching poster that answers the following questions.
Make sure your poster includes diagrams showing the two different types of lines (longitude and latitude).

Questions to Answer:
-What is the Equator?
-Where is it found?
Describe where the Equator lies on Earth (you can draw or label it on a world map).
-Why is it important?
-Explain how it affects the world’s climate or why geographers use it.
-What are lines of longitude and latitude?
Define each type of line and show how they run across the globe.
-Why are they important?
Explain how people use them (for example, in navigation or finding locations).

	Biomes around the world
1. What is a biome?
Write a short definition in your own words.

2. Research Task – Types of Biomes
Use books, the internet, or atlases to research and list the main types of biomes found around the world.

Try to include:
-The name of each biome.
-A short description of its climate (hot, cold, dry, wet).
-Examples of plants and animals that live there.

Example:
Rainforest Biome – Hot, wet climate. Lots of tall trees, vines, and colourful birds like parrots and toucans.

3. What is your favourite biome? Why?
-Write a short paragraph explaining:
-Which biome you like the most.
-What kind of plants and animals live there.
-Why you find it interesting or special.

Try to link your ideas together.
(For example: “My favourite biome is the tundra because even though it’s very cold, animals like polar bears and Arctic foxes can survive there.”)

	Human Characteristics
Task:
Create a short report or poster about the human characteristics of your local area (town, village, or city).

You should include:

A map or drawing showing key human features (e.g. houses, roads, schools, shops, places of worship).

A short description (around 100–150 words) explaining:

What types of buildings and land use there are (residential, commercial, industrial, etc.)
How people use the area (e.g. transport, work, leisure).

How these features make the area a good place to live.
	Physical Characteristics

Choose one physical feature (e.g. a mountain, river, coastline, volcano, or desert) and create a short fact file or presentation about it.
You should include:
A labelled diagram or image.
Key facts (location, size, climate, interesting features).
A short explanation (around 100–150 words) of how the feature was formed and how it affects the people or animals living nearby.
Extension: Research how humans are protecting or changing this landscape (e.g. pollution, conservation, tourism).

	Deforestation

1. What is deforestation?
Write a short definition in your own words.

2. Look closely at the picture of the Amazon Rainforest on your resource sheet.

Answer the following questions in full sentences:

-What does the picture tell you about what is happening in the rainforest?

-How are humans affecting the rainforest environment?

-What might happen to the animals and plants that live there if this continues?

(Use words like “cutting down,” “destroying habitats,” “loss of species,” or “climate change” in your answer.)

3. What can we do to help?
Think about how we can make good choices to protect forests and reduce deforestation.


	Art
	Who was Frida Kahlo?
Task: Use these websites to find 5 facts about Frida Kahlo.

Challenge: Include when she was born, what she painted, and something interesting about her life.

Outcome: Create a colourful fact file or poster.
	Frida-Style Self-Portrait
Task: Look at Frida Kahlo’s self-portraits.

Challenge: Draw or paint your own self-portrait including things that show who you are — like pets, hobbies, or favourite colours.
	 Symbol Art Collage
Task: Frida used symbols (like animals and flowers) to tell her story.

Challenge: Make a collage or drawing using 3–5 symbols that represent you.
Example: A football for sport, a book for reading, a flower for nature.
	Dear Diary, I Am Frida…
Task: Imagine you are Frida Kahlo for one day.

Challenge: Write a short diary entry about how you feel while painting or recovering from being unwell.
	Discover Mexico
Task: Find out 3 facts about Mexican culture (clothes, food, festivals, and colours).
