The Vikings invaded and settled in many places across Europe. They came from Scandinavia, which includes Norway, Denmark and Sweden. The Vikings settled in Britain, especially in England, where they took over places like York (called Jorvik). They also settled in Ireland, Scotland, Iceland, Greenland and parts of France known as Normandy. Vikings chose places near rivers and coasts because it helped them travel, trade and raid easily.
