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Muhammad (c.570 - 632) was the founder of Istam. Muslims believe he was a messenger and a prophet
of Allah (God). He is believed to be a descendant of Abraham, and, for most Muslims, the last of all
prophets (the seal of the prophets). He is seen as an example for Muslims to follow.

Muhammad was born about 570 CE (AD) in Makkah, Saudi Arabia. Both his parents and his grandfather
died before he was 9 50 his uncle Abu Talib took care of him and was a support to him for many years
of his adult life. Muhammad believed in God and lived his life in an honest way. He was known as being
trustworthy, hardworking and committed to Allah.

Muslims believe that in 610 CE, when Muhammad was forty years old, he went for a walk up to the
mountain of Hira near Makkah. According to Muslims, the Angel Jibrail (Gabriel) spoke with him in a cave
on the mountain. The Angel told Muhammad that he had been chosen because of his honesty to give a
message to the people as they were living their lives in a way Allah was not happy with. The Angel held
up a scroll and commanded Muhammad to 'recite’. Muhammad replied that he had not been taught to
read or write so could not repeat what was on the scroll. This happened three times before Muhammad
felt the words appear in his mind. He was now able to recite the words. This night is known as ‘the Night
of Power.

Muhammad was clearly shocked by the experience and went back home to his wife Khadijah and told her
what had happened. She, importantly, believed him and is often called the first believer in Istam.

Muhammad returned to the cave and was given more messages by the Angel. These messages told him
to tell people what God wanted them to do. When Muhamma first started teaching, many of the people
of Makkah, who worshipped idols or statues, did not like the things that Muhammad said. But there
were also people who listened to his preaching and obeyed his messages. These people were the first of
the followers of Istam. Leaders of Makkah were unhappy about this and tried to stop Muhammad from
preaching. They threatened him and his family. It was a very upsetting and difficult time for Muhammad.

The Angel Jibril gave many more messages to Muhammad over the next twenty years. These words were
remembered by Muhammad and recited to others. They were eventually written down and became the
Qur'an, the holy book and word of Allah for Muslims. The word Qur'an means ‘Recited' in Arabic as the
words were recited to Muhammad by the angel.

As the Qur'an was recited in Arabic, Muslims believe that Arabic was the language chosen by Allah. For
this reason, many Muslims choose to learn Arabic so that they can understand the meaning of what Allah
said.
